“Casino” daughter tops 
Northeast Jersey Classic

	 Once again Jersey breeders gathered in 
Wallingford, Vt., on April 27 to add genetic 
merit and production to their herds through 
purchases at the Northeast Jersey Classic 
and Breeders Sale. A total of 156 lots were 
struck off for and average $938.56 and a 
sale gross of $144,870.
	 For the fifth time, the format featured 
a small group of 16 special-pedigreed 
animals sold in tie-up fashion and a large 
group of commercial cattle sold in volume.
Gerald and Diane Colvin of Dusty Creek 
Farm hosted the event for the fourth time. 
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	 Tyler Allen, Florence, Vt., took home the 
day’s high seller at $2,850. The senior calf, 
Pearlmont Casino Energy, was offered in 
the tie-up part of the sale. She has a JPI of 
+100 and PAs of +$343CM, $327NM, and 
$292FM. She is out of Pearlmont Machete 
Energetic, Excellent-90%, who has an 
Excellent-93% sister by All Lynns Legal 
Visionary-ET, GJPI +131.  They are out of 
Pearlmont Bruno Eccentric, Excellent-91% 
who has a two lactation m.e. average of 
20,265‒908‒706. The next 11 dams are 
scored Very Good or Excellent. Christopher 
Pearl, Barnet, Vt., consigned the lot. 
	 Another offering from the tie-up portion 
was the second high seller status. DGM Oli-
ver Linda-ET, a senior calf, sold for $1,950 
to Jaclyn Gebo, Hartford, N.Y. The daughter 
of Dutch Hollow Oliver-P, GJPI +94 has 
two Excellent maternal sisters. Their dam 
is Seacord Farm Lennox Lucinda-P, Excel-
lent-93%, who has a best record of 19,970 
lbs. milk, 995 lbs. fat and 795 lbs. protein 
at 5-9. At the 2018 New York State Fair, she 
placed third in the aged cow class.
	 Springdale Mor Paris-P, Excellent-90%, 
a daughter of Wilsonview Khan Morgan-
ET, GJPI -4.  is the second dam. Her best 
record at 3-1 is 305 20,400 4.5% 922 3.9% 
788 94DCR and has one Excellent and three 
Very Good maternal sisters. The fourth 
am is also scored Excellent. “Linda” was 
a consignment of Gary and Debbie Moore 
of Greenwich, N.Y.
	 The third high seller was another “Oliver-
P” daughter. DGM Oliver Alyssa-ET, a 
junior calf, was consigned by Gary Moore 
and Brian Seacord, Greenwich, N.Y. and 

sold to Wayne Trombley, Richford, Vt. for 
a final bid of $1,900. 
	 Her dam is Seacord Farm Action Alison, 
Excellent-94%, the 2018 New York State 
Fair Total Performance Cow. In 2015 she 
was Reserve Grand Champion at the same 
show. She was also the Washington County 
Fair (N.Y.) Grand Champion in 2017. Her 
best record is at 3-5 with 22,350 lbs. milk, 
1,127 lbs. fat and 758 lbs. protein. 
	 The next dam is an Excellent-94% 
daughter of Forest Glen Avery Action-ET, 
GJPI +17 with 20,330 lbs. milk, 1,082 lbs. 
fat and 649 lbs. protein. The next two dams 
are also scored Excellent.
	 Twenty-nine buyers from eight states 
made purchases that day. The volume 
buyer of the day was the Entwistle Brothers, 
Frankfort, N.Y. who purchased 33 lots for 
a total of $36,825.
